	A Tudor Tragedy

Children will learn about past, present and future tenses and use this and their knowledge of the story as well as life cycles to write their own story about a creepy crawly.
	Conservation Cadets
This is an English and Geography Topic. Children will study David Attenborough and look at his videos on nature conservation. They will then be able to take this knowledge and write a newspaper report explaining the importance of continuing his work.
