Another week has flown by in school. There has 
been a lot of music in school this week, with Dis-
coverers and Adventurers busy learning the 
songs for their Nativity and Voyagers rehears-
ing ready for their Listen 2 Me trumpet concert 
in December. 

As you may be aware, we have been working hard 
to develop our teaching and learning in Maths 
using the Mastering Number approach. Every 
class is doing a daily additional short session to 
build number fluency and fact recall. This week, 
Discoverers were exploring the part-whole mod-
el and made fruit kebabs to help them under-
stand that the individual pieces of fruit make up 
part of the whole kebab, just like numbers which 
can be made up of smaller numbers. 

Forest School 

Year 4 are half way through their Forest School sessions for this half term. This week they 
have enjoyed finding ways to get up off the ground. They created their own obstacle course 
through the trees and practised fire lighting skills. A big well done to one Year 4 pupil who 
showed amazing resilience and perseverance as she helped Mrs Perkins to saw through a tree 
trunk which was making the area unsafe.
